I. There was a brief overview by Tom Jacobsmeyer – the EBTF met December 8, 2009 to consider the two motions on the agenda. 

1.  Motion: Any unused funds in programs that received ARRA funding or additional college support at the end of the year will be returned to Program 100. The amount is not to exceed the amount of support provided by the college.

2.  Motion: Provide additional categorical funding by the College of $215,575 to EOPS ($37,782), Matriculation ($104,212) and the Child Development Center ($73,581).

Primary ideas of the discussion on the motions can be condensed to three items

· What is the effect of passing the motions?

· The district wants to know how we are addressing the deep cuts in the categorical areas.

· What is the effect of not passing the motions?

There has been no direction from the district office or District Budget Committee.

The task force, EBTF, was developed to discuss the issues and recommendations to the Budget Committee. It does not make sense to micro manage the work of the committee.

Motion one by Raul Gonzales and Seconded by Sandy Mayo
Discussion:

· Raul believes it is possible that the district will fund these categoricals and then the special allocations from Program 10100 would not be necessary.

· The district academic senate president believes that we will not have reserves next year. 

· The EBTF was organized to bring a recommendation to the Budget Committee so that the larger body would not have to micromanage. It would not be good precedent to dismiss recommendations from a committee whose final vote had no opposition.

P. 39 of Decision Making, Governance and Procedures Handbook, 2009-2010; Revised July 1, 2009

No action or discussion may be taken on items not posted unless:

Two thirds of the members, or if less than two-thirds, all present, determine there is a need to take immediate action, and the need for action came to the attention of the legislative body subsequent to the agenda being posted;

An item has been continued from a committee meeting not more than five days before; or

There is an emergency, defined as a work stoppage, crippling disaster or other activity which severely impairs public health, safety or both, as determined by a majority of the members.
