Outcome from spring TAP Advisory Meeting 

· Continuing students who have completed 15 or more UC transferable units with a 3.25 gpa or higher may apply for TAP.  This has been reduced from 20 or more UC units.

· We can no longer count coursework completed during WI prior to transfer in the gpa calculation for TAP certification.

· TAP students in high unit majors must now complete a minimum of 4 honors courses totaling 15 or more honors units prior to transfer.  In the past it was 12.

· TAP, PUENTE, IMOJA, TRIO and STEM will coordinate with one another to help integrate and support each others programs to help recruit underrepresented students.

· All of these programs have an interest in sharing a common “transfer lounge” where students and faculty can mix and mingle to create more of a sense of community and it should help with recruitment.  

TAP Program Review

· The TAP Program Review was presented to IPC last Spring.  It was approved.  The executive summary is posted on the TAP website.

Transferring & Competitiveness

· The transfer rate of our TAP students is expected to decrease due to:

· Budget issues

· An increase in the number of applicants to universities

· Every spring UCI hosts a student research conference where honors students from around the state present their work.  

· LAVC will be participating for the first time this Spring.

· Cash prizes ranging from $25.00-$500.00
