Implementation of New Policies

1. Continuing students who have completed 15 or more UC transferable units with a 3.25 or higher gpa may apply for the Transfer Alliance Program (TAP).  This is changed from 20 or more UC units.

2. TAP students who have applied for transfer must achieve a 3.25 or higher UC transferable gpa by the end of the Fall semester prior to transfer.  We can no longer count coursework completed during Winter Intersession prior to transfer in the gpa calculation for TAP certification.

3. TAP students in high unit majors must now complete a minimum of 4 honors courses totaling 15 or more honors units prior to transfer.  All other TAP students will complete 5 or 6 honors courses totaling 15 or more honors units.  In the past, high unit majors were allowed to complete TAP with a minimum of 12 honors units.

4. All TAP students transferring in Fall 2010 or later are now required to complete Library Science 101.  Library Science 101 is now offered in traditional and online formats.

New Realities about Transfer

1. The transfer rate of our TAP students is expected to decrease because the reduced budget means schools must cut back on the number of students they serve.

2. The transfer rate is also expected to drop because of the increase in the number of applicants to universities.  

Supporting Underrepresented Students

1. It was agreed upon that TAP, PUENTE, IMOJA, TRIO and STEM will coordinate with one another to help integrate and support each others programs to help recruit underrepresented students.

2. All of these programs have an interest in sharing a common “Transfer Lounge” where students and faculty can mix and mingle to create more of a sense of community and recruitment.  The proposed tentative sight might be in the new Student Services building.
