I. TIME TO APPLY FOR TRANSFER – APPLICATIONS DUE Nov. 30th. 2010
for FALL 2011 TRANSFER   (See Dr. Gold for a CSU or UC Transfer Checklist to follow.)

a. Applications for Fall 2011 transfer will be accepted according to the following deadlines:
      November 30th for all Cal State Universities, go to www.csumentor.edu
November 30th for all University of California campuses, go to www.universityofcalifornia.edu/apply 

Note:  It is also strongly recommended for TAP transfer applicants to be as competitive as possible within the current standards for their intended major and UC campus, keeping in mind the importance of:

1. Preparation for all majors must be completed by the end of the Spring semester for Fall transfers. 

2. It is strongly recommended that students applying to highly impacted departments have an alternate choice major within the College of Letters and Science and have the preparation for their alternate major completed by the end of the Spring semester before transfer.
3. Highly selective majors have minimum g.p.a. standards.  Strive for your highest overall 
UC transferable and major g.p.a. (i.e. UCLA Communication Studies 3.7, Economics and Business Econ 3.8) 
II. ALTERNATE MAJORS @ UCLA for FALL 2011 TAP STUDENTS
TAP/Honors certified applicants to UCLA will be reviewed for alternate majors only if they meet both of the following provisions:

A.  The alternate major may not be one of the following 10 selective majors:

· Pre-Business Economics

· Communication Studies

· Pre-Economics

· English

· Pre-Global Studies

· Pre-History

· Pre-International Development Studies

· Pre-Political Science

· Pre-Psychology

· Pre-Sociology

B. The alternate major must be listed on the original UC application to be filed in Nov. 2010.  Requests to add or change the alternate major after submission of the application will not be considered.  This applies to all alternate majors at UCLA.

The personal statement has become increasingly important in the holistic review of transfer admissions applications (see www.universityofcalifornia.edu/admissions/undergrad_adm/apply/how_apply/personal_statement.html#fall11   for personal statement prompts).  Start drafting your personal statement early and have several readers review it prior to writing the final draft and submitting it with the application.  Think of the personal statement as your opportunity to “fill in the gaps” of your completed application so it gives the admissions evaluator the chance to get to know you as a whole person.  Dr. Gold and Ms. Gee are available to review personal statement drafts. Please bring in a copy of the completed application with you when reviewing your personal statement with counselors for their comments/suggestions.
