COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course focuses on the nurse as a provider of care, manager of care and member of the profession in a variety of maternal child settings. Course content includes client’s needs during the antenatal, intrapartal, postpartal, neonatal period and reproductive health care cycle. Building upon Maslow’s Hierarchy of Needs and the Nursing Process, course content in Maternal Child Nursing will be presented within the framework of the wellness/illness continuum of the client and family during the reproductive and post productive years.

Teaching Methods: Lecture, discussion, laboratory activity, field experience, nursing care plans, peer teaching presentations, demonstration, clinical practice.

Evaluation Methods:  Nursing care plans, oral presentations, dosage calculation quiz, maternal/child examinations, clinical performance.
