STANDARDS OF PROFESSIONAL BEHAVIOR

A.
A nursing student enrolled at Los Angeles Valley College will maintain the following behavior during clinical and class hours:


  1.
Speak in a modulated voice and in socially acceptable language.


  2.
Interact with others in a respectful manner.

3.
Withhold opinions and value judgments as they relate to others in the clinical setting or classroom settings.

4.
Refrain from directly criticizing nursing and medical personnel and/or hospital management.  Concerns should be discussed privately with clinical instructor who will advise.

5.
Stay in assigned areas.  If necessary to leave the area, notify instructor or unit charge personnel.


  6.
Avoid discussion of personal problems on the nursing units.


  7.
Eating, chewing gum, or smoking only in designated areas.

B.
The following behaviors are not acceptable and may be cause for dismissal from 
the class or clinical arena for 1 - 2 days.


a.
Two or more students turning in identical work of any type.


b.
Signing the attendance roster for someone other than your self.


c.
Arguing with or challenging the instructor while class/clinical is in session.


d.
Arriving to class/clinical late and/or not staying for the entire class session


e.
Carrying a conversation with others while class or clinical is in session (disruption).


f.
Reading other materials (newspapers, other books, etc.) while class is in session.


g.
Bringing or using cellular phones, noisy beepers, or tape recorders in class without permission of your instructor prior to class session.

h.
Studying for another class while class is in session.


I.
Sleeping in class or during clinical.


j.
Not responsibly participating in class discussions even though you 
may not like the subject of the discussion.

2.
Class work shall be:


a.
Readable.  Neatness, spelling and grammar count.  Written work 
that looks like a rough draft will not be graded.


b.
All Workbook activities must be original and demonstrate your own readings.
