CLASS POLICY:


            1. Homework is assigned daily and discussed the next meeting.  Homework quizzes will be given every week, and will be worth 5 points each for a total of 50 points (total of 10 highest scores).  Mathematics is not a spectator sport, so you have to do the work!


            2. REGULAR ATTENDANCE is very much encouraged!  School policy on attendance is enforced.  There will be sign-in sheets that will be passed around each meeting.             5. There will be five Long Exams and a Final Exam. Each Long Exam will be given a maximum of  100  points, the lowest replaced by the DPT score (if applicable).  The final exam will be given a maximum of 200 points.  The total points earned will be computed out of a grand total of 800 points.  There will be opportunities to earn extra credit points throughout the semester.  The testing schedule is given above.  No make-up exam will be given at any circumstance!
